BRESCIA

The land use change from low density residential to Regional Facility was discussed.  Brescia is having a second meeting on the changes in the area on October 12th.  A letter from residents of Kinnivie and Ramsay opposing the change was circulated and reviewed.  A discussion of the merits of the Executive supporting the letter ensued.    The Executive endorsed the letter.  The letter will be circulated to the e-mailing list and recipients will be asked if they support it.  The City and Councillor Branscombe will be advised accordingly.

SHERWOOD FOREST SCHOOL SITE

There is a meeting on Oct 13 to begin discussions with residents about forming a limited liability company that would try to buy the site.  There was a discussion of how this might be done and what could be done with the property if the neighbourhood owned and controlled the form of development (e.g., pocket neighbourhood, senior residence).  There are still questions to be answered but much interest was expressed.  The Executive agreed that a general meeting to discuss the matter would be needed.  It is hoped by then there will be someone available to speak in some detail about the nuts and bolts of the idea as many questions remain as to how this might work.

NEXT GENERAL MEETING

November 16th was suggested for the meeting at either Sherwood Forest school or Orchard Park school depending on where a sign will be located.  Sandy will approach Ryner about using his corner.  Linda will draft a flyer.  Sandy will get it printed.  Shelley and Jeff offered to prepare packages for people to deliver.  Delivery people will be lined up.  Heather offered to bring refreshments and there are still some left over from the recent tree planting.

It was also agreed to invite the Executive of Attawandaron Residents' Asso. to the meeting so that they could get a flavour of what we do.  At this point, there was more interest in having a working group relationship with ARA rather than combining into one organization.
